Intent 
At Grove, we teach History with the intention of allowing our children to gain a sense of their own place in the passage of time. Our History curriculum enables our children to develop an appreciation of the impact of historical events and people, as well as an awareness of how these things have shaped our present and will continue to shape our futures.
At Grove, our children...
· Develop a broad vocabulary of historical terms.
· Empathise with historical figures and the events they experienced, but also critically evaluate their decisions and behaviour.
· Identify links and contrasts between events at different places and times in history.
· Make comparisons between our present life experiences and the experiences of others in the recent and distant past.
· Explore, investigate and compare different texts, images and objects and other sources.
· Visit historical sites and museums.
· Add to their timelines in their books.
· Use different methods to demonstrate their knowledge and understanding, such as written explanations, recounts, pictures, drama, sculpture, and cookery.
Implementation
History is taught in termly blocks throughout the year, so that children develop a deeper understanding and depth to their learning. Teachers understand the key knowledge and skills of each topic and consideration has been given to ensure progression throughout each year group across the school. Lessons have been broken down into small manageable steps to support the children with remembering more. The History curriculum uses Curriculum Companion as a framework with specific focus on the Knowledge Themes: 
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as well as the additional theme of Beliefs in KS2. 

By the end of year 6, children will be secure in drawing comparisons and making connections between different time periods and their own lives. They will have a good sense of chronological understanding of British history from the Stone Age to the present day. The curriculum is built on chronological progression of events and civilisations where possible with reference to prior learning being an explicit part of teaching. 
Enhancements
Educational visits are a key part of our history curriculum, and we aim to link these to our curriculum topics, since they offer the opportunity for teachers to plan for additional history learning outside the classroom.
Our children have explored local museums, sites and had visitors into school to share learning and have hands on experiences. These are noted in the Enrichments section in the knowledge overview. Specific historical events are recognised in Collective Worship and as a whole school (Remembrance Day, Martin Luther King Day) so that all children are aware of the impact of historical events on their lives on a year-round basis. 

Impact

Throughout their study of history at Grove CE Primary School pupils will be engaged in history lessons and want to find out more. Pupils will: 

· Develop knowledge about when and where important historical periods took place and compare them with other known eras
· Know some of the important historical figures and events from the past
· Understand why the world now is shaped due to events from history
· Recognise that the world was different in different historical periods and be able to compare them with modern life
· Have a love and passion for finding out about different cultures and time periods

· While some kings, like Caratacus, were crushed, others chose to become client rulers to avoid bloodshed.
· Boudica was the queen of the Iceni tribe in East Anglia; she rebelled and destroyed Colchester and London.
· Boudica united with other tribes in southern England and outnumbered the Ancient Roman Legions that marched to meet her.
· Despite her numerical advantage, Boudica's army was defeated by superior Ancient Roman tactics and her rebellion ended.

· AD 886 – he made a treaty with King Guthrum giving Vikings control over North and Eastern England (Danelaw) King Alfred kept Wessex, Mercia and Kent.
· Edward the Elder AD 899-924 – he took back much of England.
· Aethelfaed – Lady of the Mercians (King Aethelred’s wife), led as her husbands health declined, defeated the Welsh and Viking raiders to take control of Derby.
· King Athelstan – regarded as the first king of all of Britain and is remembered as a great leader.

	· The Vikings built dragonships and longships for raiding and war.
· The ships carried everything they needed at sea – drinking water, dried meat to eat, tools, weapons and furs to keep warm. 
· Longships could sail in shallow water so they could travel up rivers as well as across the sea.
· In a raid a ship could be hauled up on a beach for a quick getaway if they were chased.

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	· Viking warriors were greatly feared
· They attacked and raided settlements to find treasure and slaves. They fought wars as a way of taking control of more land.
· They used weapons such as longbows, arrows, spears, long swords, axes
· Metal swords were expensive so were used by richer warriors, swords were handed down from father to son and were often buried with their weapons.
· Axes and spears were made of wood and metal (cheaper) and used by more Vikings.
· They didn’t wear armour, some chieftains had iron helmets and chain mail coats. Poorer Vikings had leather helmets and padded leather clothing. All carried a wooden shield for protection.
· Start firing arrows to injure or kill, when closer they would throw spears to do more damage, then would attack with swords and axes while defending themselves with shields.

· For Vikings the best outcome was to die in battle.

	· The River Nile runs through Egypt and has always been a source of trade and farming for Egyptians. 
· It is hot and dry in Egypt so hard to grow crops or graze animals. The ancient Egyptians used the Nile as the land around oit was fertile. 
· The cities and settlements were developed next to the Nile for this reason. 
· Herodotus the historian called it “Gift of River Nile” as it provided so many essential resources.
· It created fertile land for farming and when the river would flood every year it would create a silt around. 
· They built canals to help the river water reach the fields. 
· They could farm grains, fruit and veg as well as fishing in the flooding season. 
· They created materials from the products such as spelt- clothes, papyrus- paper and mud- bricks. 
· They used it as trade and transport to swap things by moving boats up and down the Nile and other countries.

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	· They had a leader/ ruler called a pharaoh. 
· They were the political and religious powerful person in Egypt. 
· They were seen as a gap between gods and man, believed they had supreme power. 
· The first pharaoh of Egypt was Narmer, also called Menes- 3100 BC. He was the first ruler to unite the upper and lower Egypt and the founder of the first dynasty. 
· Cleopatra was the last pharaoh of ancient Egypt and was married to Julius Caesar. 
· The hierarchy of society was as Pharaohs, Viziers (helped the pharaohs), Nobles (ran the provinces and made local law), priests (kept the Gods happy and performed the ceremonies), soldiers (Heros, protecting the country) scribes (recorded events using hieroglyphics), craftsmen (skilled and made things), Farmers (farmed the Pharaohs land) and enslaved people (captured and enslaved forced to work for rich families).

· Some were star, others were human and animals, standing for things like weather, fire and death.

· Osiris – the god of the underworld and the afterlife. He has a pharaoh’s beard and his legs are wrapped in mummy bandages.
· Sekhmet – a warrior goddess and a goddess of healing. People believed she protected the pharaohs when in battle. Had the head of a lioness.
· Anubis – linked to mummification and the afterlife. He performed the weighing of the heart ceremony, which decided whether a person could pass into the afterlife. Had the head of a jackal.
· Isis – important goddess with many roles. Helped the dead enter the afterlife, was the divine mother of the pharaohs and a protector of Egypt.

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	· Hieroglyphs are one of the earliest known writing systems used from around 3000BC
· Symbols they used were called hieroglyphs, coming from a Greek word meaning ‘sacred carving’ and were written on papyrus/carved in stone
· The Rosetta stone was discovered in 1799 AD, a 3-foot-high stone containing hieroglyphs. It was key to understanding the Hieroglyphic code.
· There are around 700 different signs of objects and animals.
· Some were pictorial or symbolic and stood for whole words, some were phonetic. These hieroglyphs inspired first alphabets including Latin which we use today.
· Hieroglyphs could be written vertically, horizontally, left to right or right to left. 
· They did not have symbols for the vowels.

	· Ancient Egyptians believed in eternal life and thought that death was like pressing pause.
· When someone died they would be judged by Osiris before the afterlife. 
· Osiris would take the heart of the dead person with the feather of truth. 
· Bodies were preserved – esp. Pharaohs and nobles by mummification.
· Pharaohs were buried in pyramids and tombs in the Valley of the Kings.
· Mummification took 70 days. First washed and purified. Embalmers removed their organs and put them in canopic jars to be buried with their owner. 
· Bodies filled with stuffing and dried out with salt. After 40-50 days the body was removed and stuffed with linen or sawdust. 
· Skin treated with oils and resins to make it hard and waterproof. Wrapped in linen cloths and put in a sarcophagus.

· The artefacts were in 4 chambers. The sarcophagus was in the burial chamber, inside were 3 coffins one inside the other like nesting dolls. Inside the innermost coffin was the mummified body of Tutankhamun.
· The tombs discovery provided lots of information about life in Ancient Egypt which had never been seen before.
